TOURNAMENT ELIGIBILITY

Tournament rating will be determined for the coming calendar year
on January 1% 2012. Tournament rating is determined on RATING
POINTS.

RATING POINTS are calculated by depreciating total master points
(A + B) by 20% per annum.

Pick up your Grading Certificate at the beginning of the year. It gives
your tournament eligibility and is valid for the year. To be eligible to
play in Junior tournaments a player must not have more than 30
rating points and to play in Intermediate not more than 100 rating
points and in both cases be below the rank of Provincial Master. (Ref.
Masterpoint Manual 2008 B5).

Any player with MORE THAN 100 RATING POINTS may only play
in OPEN TOURNAMENTS.
